Kesgrave Tennis Club Constitution

TITLE

1.1 The club shall be called Kesgrave Temnis Club, hereafter referred to as “the club” and shall be
affiliated to the Lawn Tennis Association.

OBJECTS

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

5.1 All officers shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting of the Club, from, and by, the
Members of the Club.

52 All offices are held for a period of one year, but may be re-elected to the same office or another
office the following vear.



GENERAL COMMITTEE

6.1 The affairs of the club shall be controlled by a General Committee comprising of the Executive
officers of the club and 6 other members elected from, and by, the Full Members of the Club. The General
Committee shall meet at agreed intervals and not less than four times per year.

6.2 The duties of the General Committee shall be:
6.2.1 To control the affairs of the club on behalf of the Members.

6.2.2 To keep accurate accounts of the finances of the Club through the Treasurer. These
should be available for reasonable inspection by Members and should be audited before every Annual
General Meeting. The club shall maintain a bank current account and the following Officers shall be
authorized to sign club cheques : two from the Chairperson; Treasurer and Secretary.

6.2.3 To co-opt additional members of the Committee as the Committee feels this is necessary.
Co-opted members shall not be entitled to vote on the Committee.

6.2.4 To make decisions on the basis of a simple majority vote. In the case of equal votes, the
chairperson shall be entitled to an additional casting vote.

GENERAL MEETINGS

7.1 The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held not later than the end of March each year.

724 Elect an auditor.

Committee Members).

7.2.6 Review Club subscription rates and agree them for the forthcoming year.

723 Transact such business received in writing by the Secretary from Members 14 days prior

to the meeting and included on the agenda.
7.2.8 Any Other Business

13 Special General Meetings may be convened by the General Committee or on receipt by the
Secretary of a request in writing from not less than 5 Full Members of the Club. At least 21 days notice of
the meeting shall be given.
